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My highlights were getting to know 
the people doing the course, being 

able to tackle the issues that arose in 
a safe and caring environment.  Also, 

having older people around to 
provide guidance, prayer and 

support was awesome. 
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I came into 222 
hoping to learn 

more about who 
God is, who I am, 

and what the future 
of the church is.   

 
At the end of it, I 

have come out not 
only understanding 

more of this, but 
wanting to 

continue to learn 
more and grapple 

with what is 
sometimes (often) a 

very confronting 
issue – youth 

ministry – and with a 
heart to continue to 
pursue God’s heart 

and His desires for 
His people and 

world. 
 

Key things I learnt: 
 
·  Youth leadership is 

a ministry that will 
constantly take 
you of your 
comfort zone. 

·  Constantly 
learning and 
challenging 
yourself gives you 
a deeper 
understanding, not 
only of youth, but 
of yourself, God 
and His Kingdom.  

·  I learnt not to 
settle for the status 
quo – to challenge 
all things I 
previously took for 
granted as given, 
and to know why I 
believe what I  
believe and not 
just that “God” or 
“the Bible said so”
